1. ELIGIBILITY 

Professionals 

The „ 2026 Forest Creek Pro-Am “is open to all 

PGA/EGA Members and trainees as recognized by 

their respective National Golf Federation. A limited 

number of exemptions may be considered provided 

that the Professional is a member in good standing 

of an organization that is considered a Professional 

Member of the International Golf Federation. Any 

doubts as to eligibility will be decided by the Forest 

Creek Board of Directors whose decision will be 

final. 

Amateurs 

Amateur participant must be in possession of valid 

handicap certificate or HCP. 

Non – Amateur 

Non-Amateur participants are allowed to participate. 

Board of Pro-s and tournament Director shall 

approve the participation to the tournament.

3. ITINERARY DETAILS 

Thursday 18.06.2026 

All participants to the „2026 Forest Creek Pro-Am“ 

have to arrive to the Golf Course before 1700 PM. 

Organizer prepared Welcome Reception (1) to all 

participants. Participants shall play Practice Round 

with their respective PRO Player (2) or with their 

Team. After the Round, Dinner shall be served 

starting from 1800 h. Opening Ceremony shall 

commence afterwards.  

Transfer to the Hotel & Accommodation will be 

available.  

Friday 19.06.2026 

Driving Range shall be open from 900 AM-1230 PM. 

Tournament is starting at 1100 AM.  

Soft drinks, Beers, Fruit & Chocolate Bars shall be 

available for all participants during the Event. 

Between Hole 9 & Hole 10, Pitstop with Lunch Bar 

shall be in place. Pitstop time is maximum 30 

minutes. Marshall shall call the Players to approach 

the Tee off on Hole 10. 

Dinner shall be served to all participants after the 

Round is finished.  

Transfer to the Hotel & Accommodation will 

available. 

Saturday 20.06.2026 

Driving Range shall be open from 900 AM-1230 PM. 

Tournament is starting at 1100 AM.  

Soft drinks, Beers, Fruit, Chocolate Bars shall be 

available for all participants during the Event. 

Between Hole 9 & Hole 10, Pitstop with Lunch Bar 

shall be in place. Pitstop time is maximum 30 

minutes. Marshall shall call the Players to approach 

the Tee off on Hole 10. 

Dinner shall be served to all participants after the 

Round is finished. Closing & Prize Giving Ceremony 

shall commence at 2000 PM.

Soft Drinks, Fruit, Watter, Snack shall be 

available on the Course itself (3)

(2) Team shall Play by themselves if their respective Pro 

Player can’t participate. If the PRO player is on the 

Course minimum 9 Holes will be played 

(3) Participants who decide to play the Sunday game have  

to give the notification to Sabanovic Adnan latest 

Saturday 20.06.2026 before 1900 PM.  
 

4. REGISTRATION AND COMPETITOR 

BRIEFING 

Physical registration desk will be operational from 

the beginning of the tournament Week located at the 

Tripple Bogey Pro Shop. All players are required to 

register latest Thursday 18.06.2026 before 1700 PM 

in person. It is the Professionals responsibility to 

confirm their Amateur Teammates current handicap 

upon registration and must provide updated proof of 

handicap for each Teammate. Teams, meaning 1 

PRO Player or non Amateur Player and 3 Amateur 

Players, shall play together as a flight throughout 

whole Pro-Am Tournament. 

By participating the Tournament, Participants give 

their consent to the use of their image during the 

event by the organizer’s, sponsor’s, or other partners 

of the event for promotional purposes, with no right 

to claim full or partial compensation for that reason. 

Participants agree that their personal data may be 

given to the third parties for reason related to timing, 

results and announcement on the internet as well as 

for Forest Creek advertisement purpose. By 

submitting an entry form, each participant vawes off 

the rights to ask for any compensation from Forest 

Creek and third Party as well. 

5. CONDITION OF PLAY 

The event shall be played under the R&A Rules of 

Golf ltd  and Forest Creek G&L local rule guidelines.  

Professional Competition 

The Professionals will compete in a 36-hole 

individual stroke play competition. 

Team Competition: 

Teams (1 professional or non amteur and 3 

amateurs) will compete over 36 holes Stableford 

with the best two net scores from the team of four to 

count on each hole.  

The handicap index is limited to 28 for men and 36 

for ladies. The handicap index will be sloped first, 

then reduced with 15% allowance.  

Gross (Bruto) Competition 

Amateurs shall play with their presented Handicap 

and shall play Stableford competition. Scores will be 

tracked via BH Golf. 

Netto Competition 

Amateurs shall play with their presented handicap. 

Scores will be tracked via BH Golf.

6. DRAWS 

In the event of a tie in the Professional Competition 

there will be sudden death play-off.  



 

 

In the event of a tie in Team Tournament the team 

with a lower sum of a Handicap index is better. 

In the event of a tie in Gross Tournament the player 

with higher Handicap Index is better. 

In the event of a tie in Net Tournament the player 

with lower Handicap Index is better.  

In the event of tie score the Board of Directors shall 

decide from which hole sudden death play-off is 

going to start from.  

7. STARTING & TEES 

All competitors are required to be at their starting tee 

10 minutes prior to their start time. This is to allow 

the starter to provide pin positions, local rules and 

additional information to each player. This also 

ensures that all Team members are present and 

able to start on time. 

NOTE: Female golfers/ladies shall play from RED 

marking tee off. 

Missing team members including PRO Player may 

be subject to penalty if the team is not full and 

present at the Course before start (4.1). 

Professionals and the Team shall be subject to 2 

stroke penalty for lateness on the tee, the team total 

for the first hole will be increased by two shoots prior 

to any penalty being added to the Professional 

individual score for that hole. 

8. BUGGIES 

All competitors can ride in buggies for the duration of 

the Tournament. 

9. RECORDING OF SCORES 

The Professionals will record scores for themselves 

and the Team. Amateurs will be responsible for 

marking their Scores according to rules as well. 

Every player shall have its on paper scorecard. All 

scores must be returned and finalized at the 

Tournament Office immediately following play. 

10. RULES & DOUBTS AS TO PROCEDURE 

There will be Marshal and Competing Committee 

present at the course. However, if there is no 

Marshal present at dispute, player may invoke the 

rule 20.1c(3) (two ball rule). The player must 

nominate the ball with which he wants to score. After 

the game this action have to be reported to the 

Committee immediately. Failure to do so will result in 

3 stroke penalty to the Team and to the PRO player. 

11. DISTANCE MEASURING DEVICES 

All players will be permitted to use distance-

measuring devices. Distance and elevation is 

permitted to be measured. If a player has any doubt 

if the device is conforming, they should ask the 

advice of Team PRO. 

12. SLOW PLAY 

For everyone’s enjoyment we ask for each team to 

„keep up with the team in front and not in front of the 

team behind“. A Pace of Play will be enforced on the 

course. It will be Professional responsibility to 

ensure that the team pace of play is enforced. 

Red flag – 1st notice, Yellow flag – 2nd notice 

followed by Team Penalty of 2 Strokes and PRO 

penalty of 2 strokes. 

13. BAD WEATHER/PLAY FORESHORTENED 

OR CANCELED 

In the event of bad weather and an overall result not 

being possible, the overall result will be decided over 

completed rounds. All players should make 

themselves aware of the Suspension of Play Policy 

of Forest Creek. In all instances when there is a 

threat of lightning the player should put their own 

safety first and seek shelter as soon as possible. 

In the event of unforeseen circumstances any 

decision shall be made by Forest Creek and it will be 

binding. 

14. DRESS REGULATION 

Normal golf clothing is to be worn during the 

tournament or the equivalent after golf. 

Professionals and Amateurs are permitted to wear 

shorts throughout the practice and tournament 

rounds.

16. TOURNAMENT BENEFITS FOR PRO 

PLAYERS 

All PRO Players shall receive 500,00 EUR 

allowance with Hotel cost and food costs covered 

and paid by organization.  

Transport costs toward Forest Creek aren’t part of 

organization obligation as well as alcohol beverages. 

17. AMATEUR PARTICIPATION FEE 

Entry Fee for the participation at the Tournament for 

Amateur Players is 420,00 EUR. 

ACCOMODATION COST ARE NOT INCLUDED. 

Max. Teams 14 – max. Golfer 56. 

By entering the Tournament, Amateurs shall receive 

following: 

▪ 3 Rounds of golf with their respective PRO 

Player; 

▪ Soft drinks, Water, Chocolate Bars and Fruit on 

the Golf Course during the 4 days of Tournament; 

▪ 1 Token/Day for golf balls; 

▪ 4 Green Fees; 

▪ 2 Lunch at the Golf Course; 

▪ 3 Dinner at the Club House; 

▪ Gift Set (Golf Cap Forest Creek, Golf Cap Golf 

Mad, Umbrella, Water Bottle, Socks, Golf Balls, 

personalized magnet);
